Through the centre, residents can now access onsite medical 

and dental consultations, vocation training, government programs, and a 

woman's shelter.  

Our  guest speaker for the night 

was former member Alex 

Honeykats. Alex works for the 

NSW Department of Corrective 

services and gave a great 

presentation about the different 

programs that low risk offenders 

who have been sentenced to 

community service orders can 

be used in various community 

projects. Community 

organisations like Rotary are 

able to make an application to 

corrective services to use these 

offenders for a whole range of 

labour intensive tasks.  

Organisations like the Wagga 

Show society have already 

engaged "Convict Labour" for 

various tasks around the Show 

grounds. If a community project 

is identified, corrective services 

staff can assess the project and 

identify any possible risks, before recommending suitable offenders. People 

sentenced to these Community Service Orders are generally low risk non 

violent offenders.
